TOWN CLERK’S REPORT



There were two issues arising from the Town Clerk’s Report:
· It was decided to refer the amendments to the Allotment Tenancy agreement to June’s Community Services meeting since the updated agreement will not be effective until October this year. It will then be passed to Council in July.
· The Town Clerk has tabled a letter to the Cricket Club in Woodside Road to suggest the Council facilitates a meeting between the Allotment Tenants and the Club to settle the dispute regarding the boundary fence.
