The Town Clerk would also send out a letter inviting projects to mark the Jubilee in perpetuity to be sent for possible funding to ATC. The criteria for assessing the projects would be cost; maintenance/ownership; accessibility and appeal to the Community. Special encouragement would be given to the young; elderly and those with disabilities. A list of possible projects was also circulated. Concern was expressed about time scales. Cllr Howard Trevette felt that his original plans had been “high-jacked” by other Councillors and that he would like no further involvement with any activity concerning the Jubilee Celebrations. He also stated that he would be going to print on this. A formal policy for adjudicating the entries would be formulated and brought to Council in January.
