(i) Off-Street Parking Places Amendment (No 8) Order 2010
Members were advised of the District Council’s intended Off-street parking places amendments as follows:

· Introduction of an “up to 3 hours” band in the Community Centre Car Park

· Change of name of Dovecote Meadow Car Park to “Amersham Old Town Car Park”

· Introduction of designated parking bay for Class 6 vehicles in the Chiltern Pools Car Park

133. MATTERS FOR REPORT:
Cllr White reported that she and Cllr Allen had recently spoken to many residents of London Road East, who remain very concerned for the safety of pedestrians and road users on London Road East (between Stanley Hill and Cokes Lane).  Residents have been disappointed that this section was not included in the recent County Council Area 10 Speed Limit Review and that no action has been taken by Bucks County Council to restore the street lights to full use, given the traffic accidents which have occurred since the “switch-off” period began.  The Mayor reported that Bucks County Council will ensure that the footpath is restored once the gas installation work is complete and, that the traffic accident situation is being monitored by Bucks County Council. The Mayor has undertaken to raise the issues of a speed limit review and reinstatement of street lighting in his discussions at Bucks County Council.
