BUCKINGHAMSHIRE COUNTY COUNCIL MATTERS:

(i)
Parking Restrictions



Members were informed of the decision from Bucks CC on the implementation of parking restrictions under the Prohibition & Restriction of Waiting Parking Proposals.  Details are as follows:




Saxon Close and Station Road - The Order is made in part to allow restrictions to be implemented.



Hill Ave, King George V Road & Sycamore Road – Due to many objections relating to Pay & Display, these roads will be referred to the Chiltern Civil Enforcement Area Steering Group for further consideration.



Hill Ave – Two Disabled Persons’ Parking Bays will be provided and the proposed P&D Bays will be removed from the order.



King George V Road – New Limited Waiting Bays will be provided at each end of King George V Road.  The proposed P&D Bays will be removed from the order along with the ‘Group Permit A Holders’ provision.




Sycamore Road – The P&D element of the advertised order is removed and the proposed parking bay becomes a Limited Waiting Bay.
