53 MATTERS ARISING FROM THE APPROVED MINUTES 04 OCTOBER 2010
The Minutes had been approved and discussed at the last Council Meeting. 

54 REVIEW OF CIVIC EVENT CALENDAR 2011
The Town Clerk circulated a list of events for the coming year. It was agreed that Councillors wished to retain all events. It was also suggested that an extra Band Concert to celebrate the forthcoming wedding of Prince William and Kate Middleton would be appropriate. The Clerk was asked to contact the Amersham Society and see whether they wished to hold a street party. The Town Council would organise the road closure. A decision on the celebrations would be taken at the Full Council Meeting in January.

Cllr Mrs Ros Aitken mentioned the “It’s your neighbourhood” competition and suggested that the area around Hillway and Fieldway would be a good project for entry. 

It was agreed that the full list of Civic events would be published in Amersham Matters.

55 BAND CONCERT PROGRAMME FOR 2011
It was agreed that the Amersham Band would have first choice on playing for the additional event on 29th April to celebrate the Royal Wedding. 

56 BETTER SIGNAGE ON APPROACHES TO AMERSHAM
A letter had been received from the Amersham Action Group expressing concern at the lack of Amersham identity on the various accesses to the town. The locations of concern include: Copperkins Lane; Bois Lane; A404 White Lion Road and A404 from High Wycombe.

It was agreed that signage was needed on the A404 White Lion Road and the A404 from High Wycombe. The other locations already had signage for Chesham Bois and may confuse visitors. The Clerk would request new signs from Bucks CC.

57 PART EXCHANGE GOODS FOR DEPOT

The Parks Superintendent has arranged to part exchange out-dated equipment in exchange for  a new Hayter Pro 48 Harrier professional mower; plus a Combi power unit; Combi 135 degree hedge trimmer and brushcutter with mowing head.

To help finance the purchase, used machines of limited use to the Council will be part exchanged. The price of the new items amount to: £1177.83. The part exchange allowance reduces this total by up to: £625. The final bill would be: £552.83.

58 PARKING AT WHITE LION ROAD ALLOTMENTS
There was concern over the residents in White Lion Road using the small amount of parking spaces that should be reserved for allotment holders. It was agreed that a letter would be sent out to residents politely asking them to leave the allotment parking clear. The notices would also be checked.

59 BUDGET FOR PLANTING HEDGES TO DETER ANTI-SOCIAL BEHAVIOUR AT KING GEORGE V PLAYING FIELD
After the intimidating behaviour suffered by residents with gardens bordering the King George V Playing Field last summer, it was agreed that Amersham Town Council would look into planting some substantial prickly hedges. The Police were asked to supply some guidance as to what plants to buy and so far this information had not been forthcoming. It was agreed that the plants should be chosen and planted in the spring. The Clerk would bring some costings back to the Town Council once she had contacted the police with a view to planting in the spring.

Recent discussions were progressing well with an agenda item at the next Finance Meeting.

Ideas for Gore Hill roundabout were still being worked on. It was noted that we may be able to get local garden centres to come up with a few designs.

Amersham in Bloom and the Clean up Day arrangements were in hand with a “one stop shop” leaflet prepared by Steve. 

The recent meeting of the Web Site Working Group had thrown up some interesting possibilities to improve the web site.

Cllr Williams was keen to rotate the meetings of the Community Services Committee around the parish in order to reach more people and interest them in the work of the Council. It was agreed to put this idea on the agenda of the next Council Meeting.
