(i) Amersham & Wycombe College

(ii) Rectory Wood Footpath

(iii) Anti-Social Behaviour
The Mayor reported that he had witnessed further anti-social behaviour in the Memorial Gardens recently from the same group of youngsters who had previously been causing disturbance under the Market Hall.  The Police were notified of the incident.

(iv) Chiltern Community Partnership
