AMERSHAM IN BLOOM COMPETITION
Cllr Mrs R. Aitken gave the Committee an update as to the progress of the competition. The launch day had generated good interest for the Clean Up day on 26th April. Letters had gone out to schools and communities. A letter had been sent to London Transport requesting sponsorship of the station hanging baskets. A sponsor for the Hanging Basket competition was needed. The Campaign for residents to enter the Bloom Competition would be held after the Clean-Up Day.

Cllr Aitken then spoke of the Presentation Ceremony to be held in Amersham on 30th September. There was much discussion of using a marquee in Churchmead rather than the Community Centre. Whatever venue was decided would need to hold 200 people on the day.
